Sestion Shows Great Growth.

C. J. Holway, Veru Irish and Mr.
Cook, representing the distriet near
Lincoln street, north of Saginaw
Heighte and Cadweil Park paid a visit
to Mr. Griffith of the Portland Railway
Company the latter part of last week
and presented their claime for a ear
line into their neigborhood. They par-
