NEWBERG LOSES ONE 
OF HER FWEST CITIZENS

E. H. Woodward Paaaed Away Pol 
lowing Long fttckaeai, at Toon, 

on Tuoaday, December 26 *,

LIFE WASONEOF UCEATSERVICE
Tor Over Thirty Tears Was Editor 

of Graphic and Was Btronf 
i Backer of Pacific Collefe

E. H. Woodward, former editor of 
the Graphic and president pt the 
hoard of trustees of Pacific College, 
who has been suffering for many 
months from cancer, passed away at 
the famlly hyne at abgat noon on
Tuesday.. Funeral services were con­
ducted from the Friends church on 
Thursday afternoon. President Levi 
T. Pennington, of the college, oftlcl 
a ting. Interment followed In the lo­
cal cemetery. The following obit 
uary, written by a ((lend, tells the 
story of Mr. Woodward's Ufe of ser­
vice, better than we could do:

It Is a many elded, weU 
richly invested life that b 
in the death of E. H. Woodward. For 
more than thirty years that life af­
fectively and eloquently 
itself and It» ideals through the 
pages of the Newberg Graphic, and 
thereby made Its impress upon a 
growing community. It Is peculiarly 
fitting, therefore, that the Graphic 
review the life servios of Its long­
time publisher and editor.

Bora January 20, 1854.
Mooresvllle. Indiana, B. H. Wood 
ward spent his early life on the 
farm. In addition to the common 
school advantages then available he 
took work at two Friends academies 
In the state, those of Bloomlngdale 
and Spiceiand, at the former under 
Baras bus Hobbs, one of the oat- 
standing educators of Indiana and 
the middle west. He early mani­
fested an Interest in newspaper 
work, senring bis community as cor­
respondent, and representing his 
town paper on occasional editorial 
Jaunts, Including one to the Phila­
delphia Centennial exposition of 
1878.

in 1877 be was married to Aman­
da Marta, near Bloomlngdale. and 
settled on a farm In his home neigh 
borbood. Because of falling health 
he began, to look elsewhere for a lo­
cation, and in 1889 removed with his 
wife and Infant son. In company 
with Jease Edwards and family, to 
Oregon. The two femiliee lived to­
gether In Dayton the fall and winter 
of their arrival, then settUng In she 
sparsely settled Friends oommunity 
now known as Newberg. E. H. 
Woodward soon purchased s 'farm of 
William Clemmens northwest of 
town, a part-of the Hess donation 
land claim. On January 1. 1888, he 
bought the Newberg Graphic, which 
had been established thirteen months 
before, which be published contin­
uously until-April 1, 1881, when be 
sold out to the present owners and 
editors.
— While his public spirited aetlvtttes 
have been varied, it Is through this 
editorial connection that he baa 
made his beet known contribution 
to the life of the town and commun­
ity. In the early days of Newberg 
determined efforts were made, 
strange as it may seem, 'to Introduce 
saloons and the Influences that ac­
company them, on the hart of a reck­
less and daring element. The young 
editor at once threw down the gaunt­
let to the saloon crowd and Its sym­
pathisers, putting up a clean-cut 
f l ^ t  that took physical as well ae 
moral courage in the face of threats 
mad# against him. The forces of 
decency end righteousness won. and 
through all the years of his editor­
ship his main concern was for the 
maintaining of the high'moral stand­
ards of the eommnnlty thus early es­
tablished. To this end ,he spoke 
fearlessly and effectively, uphold­
ing the ennobling, constructive, up­
building forces, while denouncing, 
those that tended to pull down to the 
lower levels. He thus wove bis life 
Into tbs life of the eommnnlty.

Aside from his service as editor, 
he Has, In the capacity of a citisen, 
been ever zealous and active In sup­
port of enterprises and movements 
for the development and betterment 
of Newberg and vlelnity. He was a 
pioneer in qrgtng certain material 
Improvements which have bad a 
great Influence in the development of 
town and country. Wholesome civ­
ic and social enterprises found In 
him an earnest advocate and sup­
porter.

In the educational field his con­
tribution has been outstanding. He 
alpraya took an active Interest In the 
welfare o f the public schools, and was 
a director at the time the first unit 
of the present grade building was 
erected. JHe was one of the leaders 
In organising Friends Pacific Acad­
emy, established In 1888, and he has 
been an active fores' In behalf of (he 
institution, later extended as Pacific 
College, throughout Its history. From 
1885 until the time of hie death'he 
wag a member of the board of trus­
tees, and for the later and greater 
¿art of the period, was Its presi­
dent. Through many dark and dif­
ficult situations, he with his squally 
devoted wife, gave hlmuelf and his 
means tirelessly sad unstintedly for 
the existence sad welfare of the col­
lege.

Tbe basketball game between the

Converted In boyhood, he lived a 
consistent Christian life, distin­
guished by performance rather than 
by profession, although the profes­
sion was not wanting. Throughout 
his long residence here be has been 
very closely identified with the work 
of the Friends cbnrcb, of which he 
was a idyal member. In religious ae 
well as in civic life he had the tyoad, 
statesmanlike point of view, keenly 
appreciating and ably championing 
the larger program of the church as 
a whole. In recognition of this fact 
he was made a member of three suc- 

■Ive delegations appointed by 
Oregon pearly Meeting to the na­
tional gathering known as the Five 
Years Meeting of the IFriends In 
America— In 1907, In 1812 and In 
1817. He was chairman of the Ore­
gon delegation In 1917.

In state as well as In chnrch, E. 
H. Woodward’s service extended be­
yond the range of his local commun­
ity. In politics s republican, be was 
long active and influential In the 
councils of bis party, counting as 
personal friends many of the lead­
ing men. Including United States 
senators, congressmen and gover­
nors. Though a loyal republican, he 
was Independent of party restrictions 
when be considered moral Issues at 
stake, whether relating to men or 
measures. He was thus recognised 
as a valiant fighter at large, as well 
as at borne, for high dvie Ideals.

Ae a young man he was a member 
of the state' legislature In the eas- 
aioR of 1885. For a brief period 
following, he and his wife were offi­
cials of the government Indian 
school at Chemawa, being connected 
with the institution at the time of 
Its removal m m

This was 
of course the big event of the year, 
and the float carried off first prise 
In their class, while the drill team 
was awarded second »rise.

The Berry Festival was the second 
big event for the Berrlans. Newberg 
people know all about that. It was 
a great success and brought thoua* 
ands o f people here to see our ber­
ries.
- The presentation of the cap won 
by the Dundee Woman’s club on tbelr 
float at the Berry Festival parade 

-was quite an event also.
The Berrlans visited the county 

fair at McMinnville end bad a very 
large- part la the .parade there an 
well as giving a program In the af­
ternoon.

In the Tall the Berrlans visited 
Vancouver and marched in the pa­
rade at the Prune Festival and took 
part In other ways la their celebra­
tion.

The last event which has called 
upon the Berrlans for participation 
was the wedding of Queen Evah 
Hadley. Here the drill team mem­
bers attended In uniform and some 
acted ea ushers, while Chief Black 
Cap served as beet man.

As a result of the many activities 
of the Berrlans and their succeae la 
doing things, they are being called 
upon more and more. They are be­
coming known all over the state and 
calls come from many places for them 
to participate In celebrations and 
eventa. In fact there are so many in­
vitations that It has been Impossi­
ble for the members to accept all of 
them.
